Common Access Card (CAC). Your CAC
card is a controlled item; it is a security violation
to leave your CAC unattended in the computer’s
card reader. Ensure you take your CAC with
you when you leave your computer every time.

Computer Virus or Classified Message
Incident (CMI). Does the computer you
are working at have a copy of 114 FWVA
33-01, Computer Virus or Classified Message
Incident posted? Familiarize yourself with
114 FWVA 33-01 and the proper procedures
for reporting a computer virus or CMIL. If
you have any questions about computer
viruses or CMI’s, or need additional copies
of 114 FWVA 33-01, contact your Client
Support Administrator (CSA), unit Security
Manager or the Network Control Center.

Privacy Act. Safeguarding and protecting
private information is everyone’s responsibility.
When in doubt, don’t give it out! Reference
the 114 CF/SCXK Privacy Act of 1974,
“Protecting Information for Everyone”, tri-fold
for quick reference information. If you
have further questions regarding the
protection of Privacy Act information,
contact your unit Privacy Act Monitor.

E-mailing Privacy Act Information.
When sending personal information over
e-mail ensure there is an official need, all
addresses are authorized to receive, and it
is protected from unauthorized disclosure,

loss or alteration. E-mails will be encrypted
when they contain For Official Use Only
(FOUO) and Privacy Act information. When
transmitting personal information over e-mail,
add “FOUQO” to the beginning of the subject
line, followed by the subject, and apply the
following statement at the beginning of the e-
mail: “This e-mail contains FOR OFFICIAL
USE ONLY (FOUO) information which must
be protected under The Privacy Act and AFI
33-332”. Do not indiscriminately apply this
statement. Use it only in situations when you
are actually transmitting personal information.

AF IMT 3227, Privacy Act Cover Sheet.
Use the Privacy Act cover sheet to cover and
protect personal information that you are
using in office environments that are widely
unprotected and accessible to many individuals.

AFVA 33-275, Privacy Act Label. Used
to assist in protecting Privacy Act information
filed in binders, on compact disks, diskettes, etc.

Placing Personal Information on Shared
Drives. Personal information should never
be placed on shared drives for access by
groups of individuals unless each person has
an official need to know the information to
perform their job. Work with your unit CSA on
adding the appropriate permissions to folders.

Do not place
papers containing Privacy Act information
in the recycling bins. Shred this information.

applies when an incident occurs or
intelligence is received indicating some
form of terrorist action or targeting
against personnel or facilities is likely.

FPCON DELTA This condition applies

in the immediate area where a terrorist
attack has occurred or intelligence is
received that terrorist activity against a
specific location or person is imminent.

When in a restricted area, your restricted
area badge MUST be worn at all times
on your upper left side of your body on

the outermost garment. The restricted
area badge is a controlled item and must
never leave the base. The badge must be
put away when not in a restricted area.

OPSEC: Anti-terrorism, Force
Protection Is everyone’s job

In an effort to keep
overall Anti-Terrorism
awareness up, take the
time to read and employ
the following tips.

1. Do not volunteer
personal information.

-Be cautious
of conversations
in public places and on the telephone.

- Do not have rank or duty

title in commercial phone books.

2. When feasible/possible avoid weating
military uniforms or other identifiable clothing
while traveling off the installation or for
an extended period of time. If possible,
remove military headgear and cover uniform
when traveling in a vehicle. If a uniform
is required, consider changing at the office.
3. Vary routes and times when going
to and from work, taking children to
school, shopping, etc. Be unpredictable
and avoid establishing routines.
4. Look for unfamiliar objects or
activities when traveling by vehicle, especially
during early morning or late at night.
5. Avoid isolated areas, side streets,
civil disturbances, and demonstrations.
6. Consider

from home or vehicle.
7. Know where your family members are at all
timesand encourage themto checkinbytelephone.
8. Verify all deliveries and repairs through
proper credentials or other documents.
- Contact the agency or company they

claim to represent for additional verification.
9. Be alert for unidentified vehicles or
personnel and exercise caution with strangers.
10. Know your necighbors and
neighborhood (watch programs).

11. Keep all outside doors and
accessible windows closed and locked.

P.G.T. Beauregard

In the U.S. Civil War, the Confederate
Forces under P.G.T. Beauregard found
themselves severely outnumbered
at Corinth in May 1862. Maj. Gen.
Henry W. Hallecks’s army laid siege to
their position with an overwhelming
force of 100,000 men. However, upon
reaching the Beauregard’s fortifications,
Halleck was struck by the apparent
strength of the garrison forces. Camping
for the night in order to consider
strategy, he was concerned about the
possibility of attacking a fortification
with his own inferior numbers.
His concern was compounded when
one of his commanders on the left
flank of the position wrote that “the
enemy is re-enforcing heavily, by trains,
in my front and on my left. The cars ate
running constantly, and the cheering
is immense every time they unload in
front of me. I have no doubt, from all
appearances, that I shall be attacked
in heavy force at daylight.” Similarly
ominous were the imposing silhouettes
of the Confederate artillerists standing by
their guns, backlit by the many campfires.
It wasn’t until the next morning that
it was discovered that Beauregard’s
entire army, consisting of only 50,000
men, had retreated during the night. The
retreat was orderly and methodical, and
was masked by a train running back and
forth along the Memphis & Charleston
tracks, while the men cheered and
played taps (the single band shifted from
location to location during the night).
To complete the illusion, fires were kept
burning by a small group of men until
morning, drummers were left to beat
the reveille and stuffed dummies bravely
manned the guns with painted on grins.
The Federal forces were prevented
from comprehending the true intentions
of the Confederate forces because
key information was denied to them.
In addition, Deception (often found
hand in hand with OPSEC) was

successfully used to mask the operation.

What NOT to wear: Buffalo coats
not authorized as outer garments

the new Airman Battle Uniforms coming
out and all the different combinations you see around
base, you may be wondering which ones are authorized.

Until supply gets all the ABUs distributed, Col. Walz has issed
apolicy letter outlining the proper guidelines for mix and match
of the current BDU cold-weather gear when worn with ABUs.

The BDU GORTEX and BDU field jacket is authorized
to wear with ABUs. The cold-weather parka is also
authorized, but may not always be suitable for duty
due to its bulky fit and non-water resistant material.

This policy will expire May 1 based on
=| expected inventory levels of the ABUs in supply.

While on the topic of outergarments, one to take note of
would be the fact that the black and brown BDU GORTEX
jacket liners are not authorized to be worn alone. The liner,
also known as a buffalo coat, is under no circumstances to be

worn alone whether
